Declaration, green travel in the Erasmus+ programme
This declaration applies only to projects funded starting in the 2026 contract period. 
Principles of green travel 
The Erasmus+ programme supports the transition to low-emission means of transport with the aim of minimising direct emissions related to mobility periods, primarily by reducing flying. 
The green travel grant also aims to support sustainability education and the development of sustainability skills, as well as to encourage participants to choose overland travel options for their future trips as well.
Green travel refers to travel in which at least half of the round trip is made using low-emission means of transportation. Accepted low-emission means of transport are trains, buses, bicycles and carpooling. Travel by boat is considered green travel if it is combined with other low-emission means of transportation.
Definition of a low-emission journey
[bookmark: _Hlk230764938]The participant is entitled to the green travel grant when they use low-emission means of transport for their entire return trip or one leg of the round trip. 
Eligibility for a green travel grant also applies if at least 50 percent of the kilometres travelled were covered using a combination of “green” means of transportation. In such cases, the actual travel kilometres completed using “green” means of transportation must be specified, for example, using Google Maps. Calculate and verify that the “green” travel kilometres exceed the kilometres travelled by plane.
Please note that green travel should follow the most direct and appropriate route without any unnecessary detours. 
Support measures for green travel
Travelling by land using low-emission means of transport often takes more time than flying to the destination. In addition to this, the related travel costs may be higher.
That is why the Erasmus+ programme’s green travel grant is higher than the usual travel grant. In addition to the higher amount of travel grant, individual support is paid to the participant for each actual day of travel, up to a maximum of six (6) days.
All sections of the form must be filled in. In the case of group mobility, the person responsible for the group fills in and signs the form and adds the list of participants as an appendix to the declaration.
