Use high quality raster images and vector drawings. If the most attractive
part of your thesis is a scalemodel, you can use that.

Text

The length of the text on bottom part of the print is limited to 2000
characters.

As a text description you can use the abstract or write new one. Just consider
what suits best for the purpose.

Please keep the font and font size as they are in InDesign file.

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SUBMITTING THE FILE & PREPARING THE PRINT

1
Export your poster in Press Quality .pdf from InDesign.
Name your file like this: Author name (vear of graduation) _Name of the project

please send your poster in the format of .pdf and .jpeg to the email mentioned on the "Thesis" section
of Master’s programme in Architecture, Landscape Architecture and Interior Architecture's page:

Pick your print from PrintLab before you go to present your thesis and prepare it for the exhibition.

4
Cut your poster in size following the crop marks.

5
Find 5 mm mark lines 50 mm below the top corners of the print.

6

Make a neat folding from top mark to top mark.

It’s easiest to use sturdy rulers at the PrintLab and make “a creasing”, a gentle groove line, on the
paper before folding. To make the creasing, use “bone folder”, round end stick or similar tool and to
beware of breaking the paper.

7
Take your print on the exhibition table and check your spot together with other students and by the
instructions on the next page.

8
Line the creased fold with top edge of the table top and fold the remaining part over the table edge.

If your spot is in the center of the table, remove the lamp and the clamp in advance.

9
Fix the top with the paper clips as shown in the drawing.

10
Straighten the print and pull the bottom part gently towards you while folding the end over the table
edge.

11
Clip the bottom.
If you removed the lamp, fix it back in the center of the table.

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THE EXHIBITION SET-UP

The Department of Architecture Masters Theses will be exhibited in Vére or Otakaari 1 for the
Masters Theses Exhibition.

If the posters are exhibited for the period between theses submission and
presentation/evaluation, the exact location will be informed beforehand.

FURNISHING

The exhibition furnishing consists 8 black MDF tables and 8 table lamps.

Table size is 1920 x 760 mm. In total, the set of exhibition tables is about 15,3m long and fits
maximum 22 theses posters plus 2 intro posters. The quantity of submissions vary and effects on

the set-up. The drawing above shows the situation with full set- up.

The furnishing and the intro posters will be assembled by the staff.

ORGANIZING THE SET-UP

Students will co-operate together, find out the quantity and take care of the spots of each thesis.
If there is less than 22 theses submitted, the posters can be divided on the tables with more space
in between each others.

THESIS BOOKS AND SCALE MODELS

With the full set-up of 22 posters thesis books (book is not mandatory
but is ok to have it in case your thesis is theoretical)

can be placed on the text area on the posters OR stacked as a
collection on the empty area next to intro posters. The scale models
must be placed on your own poster.

In the case of reduced set-up with less than 22 submissions, the
models and books can be placed on the area between thesis posters.
Co-operation with other students is needed to define what to put
where.

DISASSEMBLY
Remove your poster from the table after the evaluation. Leave the

paper clips on their places. The furnishing will be disassembled by
staff.
